
To meet at the « PARCOURS Vita » in Lézignan
From the town center take the Avenue des Pins (going west).
Cross the roundabout on the D6113, then take the first on the right 
(Av. Gaston Bonheur). Pass the swimming pool and the tennis courts 
on left hand. Continue app 1500m on the tarmac road towards the 
pine forest, following the yellow markers. When the road forks, get 
straight on up still reaching a covered wooden shelter and park your 
car near at hand.
